PURPOSE OF THE ROLE

As an organisation, we are on our own business improvement journey, improving our governance and pursuing
far-reaching business change to maximise our relevance and value to current and future members globally.
We have an opportunity to become a data-driven professional membership association, and the continued
digitalisation of both the organisation and the profession we serve will enable and open up global
opportunities, resulting in a more diverse and inclusive profession.

We are appointing new Committee members at an unprecedented time. The world needs architects to be at
their best, to help facilitate and lead the realisation of the most appropriate solutions that respond to the
problems, commitments and aspirations that shape our collective futures.

THE ROLE

The Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee is a permanent committee reporting to the Board. It assists
the Board in maintaining appropriate oversight of RIBA services to support cultural knowledge and outreach,
the development of policy positions, and the relationship with the regulator, in line with the constitution and
these terms of reference.

The Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee will play a key role in supporting The House of Architecture
(HOAP), form alliances with clients, consultants and contractors to influence government over procurement
and education, whilst also helping us to address global climate change and architecture’s pivotal role in a post-
pandemic world.

The Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee is broad in its composition, including Trustees, Council
Members (not Trustees), RIBA members (including one student and one overseas member) and external
experts in arts/culture (digital outreach), audience, public engagement and social impact/public benefit.

REMIT

The Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee has oversight of the cultural knowledge and outreach
activity of the RIBA, including, Collections, Exhibitions, Events, RIBA Awards, Public and school
engagement, Donations (physical objects and financial), Fundraising and Acquisitions. The Cultural
Knowledge and Outreach Committee also brings forward changes to policy, procedure and rules in
relation to, Member and public engagement utilising RIBA resources within the Library & Collections,
Exhibitions, Awards (including Awards sub-group/panel), Events, Collecting and Curating, Library and
Archiving, Donations (physical objects and financial) and Fundraising.

TERMS OF APPOINTMENT

The post-holder will be appointed based on a maximum three-year term subject to the requirements of the
constitution. Committee Members can expect to commit at least six days per annum.

The post is unremunerated, however reasonable expenses will be provided.

TIME COMMITMENT AND KEY DATES

The Committee is expected to meet four times per year on a quarterly basis. Meetings date for 2025 are
available on request.

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Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee Terms of Reference

1. Membership

11 The Cultural Knowledge and Outreach Committee (“the Committee”) shall comprise of the
following members:

111 Two (2) Board trustees;

112 two (2) Council members (who are not Board trustees);

11.3  three (3) RIBA members (one student, one associate and one overseas); and

114  four (4) external (non-architect) experts in arts, culture, digital outreach, audience and
public engagement, social impact and public benefit.

12 Appointments to the Committee are made by the board of trustees on the recommendation of
the Nominations Committee and in consultation with the chair of the Practice and Policy
Committee and shall be for a period of up to three years which may be extended for up to one
additional three-year period.

1.3 Only members of the Committee, Chief Executive Officer, lead Executive Directors, Director of
Governance & Legal Affairs and Head of Governance shall have the right to attend Committee
meetings. However, other individuals as well as RIBA staff may be invited to attend for all or part
of any meeting, as and when appropriate.

14 The board shall appoint the Committee chair who shall be an independent member which could
include an unconflicted trustee of RIBA. In the absence of the Committee chair and/or an
appointed deputy, the remaining members present shall elect one of themselves who would
qualify under these terms of reference to be appointed to that position by the board to chair the
meeting.

14 The performance and effectiveness of Committee members shall be regularly reviewed by the
Chair, working closely with Board.

2. Secretary
The Director of Governance & Legal Affairs or their nominee shall act as the secretary of the
Committee and will ensure that the Committee receives information and papers in a timely manner to
enable full and proper consideration to be given to the issue.

3. Quorum

A meeting shall only be quorate if one more than 50% of the total number of Committee members in
post is present.

4, Frequency of meeting

41 Meetings of the Committee, whether face-to-face, virtual or hybrid, shall take place at the
frequency and timing necessary to enable discharge of its responsibilities as agreed with the
Board, within a minimum of two meetings per year and a maximum of four.

42 Resolutions shall be made by simple majority.
5. Notice of meetings

51 Meetings of the Committee shall be called by the secretary of the Committee at the request of
the Committee chair or any of its members.

52 Unless otherwise agreed, notice of each meeting confirming the venue, time and date, together
with an agenda of items to be discussed, shall be forwarded to each member of the Committee
and any other person required to attend no later than five working days before the date of the
meeting. Supporting papers shall be sent to Committee members and to other attendees, as
appropriate, at the same time.
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6.  Minutes of meetings

6.1 The secretary shall minute the proceedings and resolutions of all Committee meetings, including
the names of those present and in attendance.

6.2 Draft minutes of Committee meetings shall be circulated within five (5) working days of the
meeting for comment by the Committee Chair and circulated to Committee Members for
comment at least five (5) working days after the Committee Chair's comments have been

received.

7. Engagement with members and other stakeholders

The Committee chair should attend RIBA’s Annual General Meeting (AGM) to answer any members’
or other stakeholders’ questions on the Committee’s activities. In addition, the Committee chair should
seek engagement with key stakeholders on significant matters related to the Committee’s areas of

responsibility.

Reporting responsibilities

10.1 The Committee chair shall report to the board of trustees and Council after each meeting on the
nature and content of its discussion, recommendations and action to be taken.

10.2 The Committee shall make whatever recommendations to the board of trustees it deems
appropriate on any area within its remit where action or improvement is needed, and adequate
time should be available for board discussion when necessary.

10.3 The Committee shall provide a description of its work in the annual report.
Other matters
1.1 The Committee shall:

1111 Have access to sufficient resources in order to carry out its duties, including access to
RIBA's governance function for advice and assistance as required.

11.1.2 Be provided with appropriate and timely training, both in the form of an induction
programme for new members of the Committee and on an ongoing basis for all
members of the Committee.

1.1.3  Give due consideration to all relevant laws and regulations, as appropriate.

1114 Ensure that a periodic evaluation of the Committee’s own performance is carried out, in
accordance with the plans and priorities of the board; and

115 At least annually, review the Committee’s terms of reference to ensure it is operating at
maximum effectiveness and recommend any changes it considers necessary to the
board of trustees for approval.

Authority

The Committee is authorised by the board to obtain, at RIBA’'s expense, outside legal or other
professional advice on any matters within its terms of reference, subject to liaison with the trustee
board, Chief Executive Officer, Chief Financial Officer and Director of Governance & Legal Affairs.

Data Protection and Privacy

13.1  Meetings will be recorded with the prior consent of the attendees and for the sole purpose of
minute-taking. Recordings will be deleted once the minutes have been agreed by the
participants.

13.2  Authors of reports, Committee members and attendees are reminded to include the minimum
amount of personal data within their reports and discussions. Everyone should be aware that
where personal data is processed, those papers and discussions could be the subject of a data
subject access request.

13.3 All Committee members and staff attendees are required to complete mandatory data
protection training.

Confidentiality

141 Communications between Committee members or that relate to Committee business must take
place by email via RIBA email addresses exclusively or via Teams. Any sensitive documents
must be made available to Committee members via Convene.

14.2 Committee members should be aware that their communications about the RIBA’s affairs (even
on personal email accounts) can be subject to data subject access requests to the extent they
contain personal data about those seeking access.

Review

These terms of reference were approved by the trustee board and are subject to review and
amendment by them periodically and when necessary.
